Founding of Zeta Alpha

With the opening of
the 1930-1931 term, there
were several representatives of
Phi Beta Sigma on the campus
of Tennessee State A&l. These
brothers were contacted by Bro.
Chester A. Owens and a tempo-
rary organization was formed
which had as its main objective
the securing of a Charter and
the establishing of a Chapter on
the campus of the school.

Brother Alger V. Boswell, a
graduate of Wiley College where
he was initiated into the sacred
fold and Northwestern Univer-
sity became the advisor to the
organization with Brother
Owens as President. The affili-
ated brothers were Rogers P.
Bailey, Theocia O. Carter,
Searcy C. Harris, and Walter L.
Vickers. These brothers were
brought together many times

during the months from Novem-
ber to May, then on May 1,
1931, the Charter was granted
and the Chapter established
with the name Zeta Alpha.

Since its inception, the Zeta
Alpha chapter has produced
over 800+ dynamic leaders in
the arts and entertainment,
business, civil rights, education,
health, law, politics, science,
and sports.
